3. The bidder shall complete the bid form indicating the goods to be supplied, a brief 
description of the goods, their packing, quantity, price schedule with unit price and 
total bid price of the goods. 

4. Alternate offers without separate tenders will not be considered.  
5. The bidder is required to offer competitive price. All prices must include the 

General Sales Taxes and other taxes/ duties, where applicable. If there is no 
mention of taxes, the offered/ quoted price shall be considered as inclusive of all 
prevailing taxes/ duties. The benefit of exemption from or reduction in the GST or 
other taxes shall be passed on to the procuring agency.

exceeding 10% of the cost of contract will be deducted from the final payment.
