Category I: An essay on philosophy or thought
Choose one of the following topics: ‘
+ An essay that will give us hope and suggestions for our future lives
* A criticism on a philosopher or a thinker
- A new criticism or interpretation on works of history, ethnology, or literature
Your argument should be made in a creative manner with the overall structure being clear and
easy to read. (Essays that are suitable for younger readers will be especially appreciated.)

Category II: An essay or practical record of concrete activities that enable young people to be
raised in a sound and healthy way
The theme of Category I relates to the different environments in which learning occurs for
young people at home, in school, at the office, in the community, or within private enterprise.
This category covers the promotion of new life-experiences, volunteer activities, international
exchanges, or activities to prevent juvenile delinquem;y.
